Message of bird conservation by constructing artificial 

nest on Sparrow Day 

International Sparrow Day was organized on 12 March 2023. Inaugurating the 

program, Head of Department Dr. Kiran Lata Damle said that for the last 04 

years, the department has been working to inspire people to conserve birds by 

providing training in artificial nest construction on Sparrow Day every year and 

installing these artificial nests in the college and surrounding areas. Birds like 

sparrows have also made some artificial nests their home, which is a positive 

response. Thereafter, the Principal said in his address that today the chirping 

sparrows seen in our courtyard are decreasing, the species of various birds 

including sparrows which we used to see in our childhood are not easily visible 

now, the conservation of various birds including sparrows is very important for 

the conservation of our nature because these birds directly or indirectly scatter 

the seeds of various trees and plants and also make them capable of 

germination. Senior Professor of the Department Dr. Sanjay Thiske told that the 

process of making artificial nest is quite simple and we can contribute to the 

conservation of birds by doing such work at home level. Assistant Professor Dr. 

Majid Ali told that some birds make nests and some do not, the process of nest 

making depends on their breeding season, one of the main reasons for the 

absence of birds commonly seen around the house is also the lack of things used 

in their nest making, increasing urbanization has reduced the grass, straw, 

twigs, stubble and small bushes and trees required for nest making. Assistant 

Professor Mr. Chiranjeev Pandey told that it is not at all true that just by making 

artificial nests, birds will use it, whether some birds will adopt abandoned nests 

or artificial nests made from pots, boxes, old cardboard, stubble, jute etc. or not 

depends on their selection process which is quite complex. Yet we have seen 

that sparrows readily choose many of our artificial nests. Special guest of the 

program and former student of the department, Prakriti Mitan Than Singh Sahu, 

first of all took the initiative in the process of artificial nest construction in the 

department and also taught his own experiment to other classmates of the 

department and made it a public awareness program through expansion speed 

so that people can be inspired to protect sparrows and other birds. There are 

many useless things in the house, using which we can build artificial nests for 

the birds around us. Although naturally built nests are much better, but looking 

at the current circumstances, we also need to make such efforts sfor their 

conservation. There are many birds that have adapted to living in cities, in this 



 

situation we can protect them in urban areas by providing them artificial nests. 

Along with the construction of artificial nests, the methods of installing them are 

also very important, the birds select the nests installed at the right place and in 

the right manner. Besides, by providing them food and water etc., we can also 

attract them to live in those habitats.
