The
program was conducted by Dr. Trilok Kumar. Dr. Trilok told why World
Food Day is celebrated, what are its benefits and what are its objectives. On
the occasion of this Food Day, M.Sc. final year student Tejaswini Dhurve
told that the United Nations established the Food and Agriculture
Organization in Rome on 16 October 1945 and told the theme of this day in
the year 2023 that "Water is life, water is food" How to develop awareness
among people towards food and also told its importance. After this, Bhanu
Uke expressed his views and told that according to the United Nations
(Global Hunger Index 2023), 36 million people die every year in the world
due to starvation. Explaining the importance of food at the global level, he
told that on an average 74kg of food is wasted by each family every year.
According to UNEP, 93.1 lakh tonnes of food got wasted in the garbage all
over the world in the year 2021. India is ranked 111 out of 125 countries in
the Hunger Index of 2023. Also, Bhanu told what can be the harm due to
wastage of food in the programs held at rural and urban level.

Thereafter, Khushal Chand Sahu told that information related to prevention
of hunger and malnutrition was given through various schemes running at
the national and world level. He gave his views about PM Poshan Yojana
(Mid Day Meal), Eat Right Challenge, Food Safety Mitra Scheme, Chief
Minister Annapurna Yojana, along with this, the importance of FSSAI in the
State Food Security Index was told. At the end of the program, the head of
the department, Dr. Anita Maheshwar told how to spread awareness about
food among the people and gave information related to the food schemes
running in the year 2023. Gave information related to the importance of
traditional grains like Kodo, Kutki, Bajra, Oats, Ragi etc.,, which provide
essential nutrients for physical and mental development. Information and
precautions related to how proper storage and preservation should be
done after the production of food items were told. At the end of the
program, Bhanu Uike was awarded as incentive for his good speech.
